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FOREWORD

This publication provides an account of progress made by Commonwealth countries on Education for All
and the Millennium Development Goals in education. It combines a general statistical presentation to project
the overall comparative status in performance, and a country by country scorecard approach to facilitate
analysis and comparison. It therefore enables the reader to see both regional and national trends.

In relation to the achievement of universal primary education and gender parity in primary and secondary
education, it shows a mixed picture in educational performance and achievement across and between
countries. Over one third of the 40 Commonwealth countries for which data are available have primary
net enrolment rates of over 95 per cent and over 90 per cent gross intake rates (GIR). For these countries
universal primary education/universal primary completion (UPE/UPC) has been achieved if not necessarily
sustained. However, there remain Commonwealth countries where both net enrolment rates and GIR
indicate that 25 per cent of school age children are neither in primary or secondary education and that
almost 75 per cent of the children who should be entering the final grade of primary school do not do so.

There is a continued high disparity against girls in a few countries at both primary and secondary level.
In some Commonwealth countries, notably but not exclusively in the Caribbean, boys are disadvantaged
at the secondary level. Thirteen countries have demonstrably achieved gender parity at both primary and
secondary levels, though the number of countries in this group could be higher if data were available
more widely.

The report will assist Commonwealth Ministries of Education, development partners and other key
stakeholders in identifying countries and focus areas where more support and work is needed in the
years up to and beyond 2015. Lack of up to date data for effective monitoring, evaluation, and evidence-
based policy development remains a very big challenge in some Commonwealth countries. Where data is
available there is a need to be aware that statistics may hide significant national or regional variations

in resources, performance, and achievement.

A close to final version of this report was presented to Ministers of Education at their Kuala Lumpur
conference in June 2009, where the theme was ‘education beyond global goals and targets’. This corrected
and amended version, now formally published, should help all those concerned with educational
achievement in Commonwealth education to focus efforts to best effect.

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INTRODUCTION

This report was commissioned by the Commonwealth Secretariat for the 17" Conference of
Commonwealth Education Ministers (17CCEM) meeting in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia from 15 to 19 June 2009.

It responds to the Communiqué of Commonwealth Ministers of Education at 16CCEM, in Cape Town,
South Africa (2006) that the Commonwealth Secretariat should provide regular reports of Commonwealth
progress on achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) in education and Education for

All goals.

The report is also designed to assist the debate which lies at the heart of 17CCEM: Education in the
Commonwvealth: towards and beyond global goals and targets.

In 2006, the Commonwealth Secretariat issued a report for 16CCEM to provide an overview of basic
education across the Commonwealth using data from 2004." This report uses internationally quality
assured data from the UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS) from 2007 or for the most recent year for
which data are available.

The report is in two parts. Section A describes briefly the composition and the diversity of the
Commonvwealth before providing two short overviews on a) trends and significant advances in basic
education across all of the countries of the Commonwealth and b) regional trends and patterns for
Commonwealth Asia, Commonwealth Sub-Saharan Africa, the Commonwealth Caribbean and the
Commonwealth Pacific.

Section B presents data for each Commonwealth country in graphical and diagrammatic form, contrasting
wherever possible, the state of basic education in 1999 with the latest available statistics? Particular
attention is paid to pre-primary education, Universal Primary Education (UPE), progress towards higher
levels of adult literacy, gender parity and equality and some proxy indicators of better quality in basic
education.

Individual Commonwealth countries will in many cases have later national data sets than those presented
in this report. But in order to ensure a measure of cross country comparability and quality assurance,
international data sources are used except for a few clearly identified cases. This means that there is a time
lag of at least two years and in some instances longer which is something of a constraint to international
education sector policy debate. On the other hand, unless there have been dramatic changes in policy
and practice in support of basic education — which do of course occur — the trends that are shown for the
first five to seven years of the current decade are likely to be significant in interpreting the performance of
education systems in Commonwealth countries in providing good quality basic education for all.

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SECTION A
A PERFORMANCE OVERVIEW

RECOGNISING DIVERSITY

Member countries of the Commonwealth are diverse across many dimensions of national life. Table 1
captures three aspects of this diversity: size as measured by total population; wealth as measured by levels
of income (GNI per capita); and one proxy measure of development, the Human Development Index
(HDI). The table shows a broad spectrum of national situations. Twenty-six countries have a population

of less than one million people. There is a spread across main income groups. And 17 Commonwealth
countries have a high HDI, 24 are classified as falling into the medium HDI category, and eight countries
have a low HDI (all in Sub-Saharan Africa).

Combining different indicators shows that 24 Commonwealth countries have a higher or upper middle
income status and high or medium level HDI figures while 25 fall into the lower middle or low income
categories with a medium or low HDI. Only six of the countries with a population of under one million
people fall into the group of 25 and only four Sub-Saharan African countries lie within the group of 24.

Using these three criteria alone there is clearly a diversity of situations in which national governments are
working to enable all of their citizens to benefit from good quality basic education. Providing education for
33,000 primary school aged children across the 84 islands of Vanuatu is a different challenge from serving
the needs of an estimated 22 million school age children in Nigeria's 36 states. Serving a population where
close to 75% of the population lives on less than US$2 a day in Sierra Leone is dramatically different from
Canada where GNI per capita is over US$32,500. And countries with long established high rates of literacy
across their populations (Cyprus over 96%; Singapore 92.5%; Trinidad 98%) should be better placed to
address issues of coverage and quality at all levels of education than states where literacy (Mozambique
449%, Malawi 72%) and other indicators of human development remain low.

This diversity of circumstance means that different Commonwealth countries have different educational
priorities. For example, in some countries the MDG education goals are no longer a primary objective.
While all countries will continue to debate how to improve the quality of primary and lower secondary
education, many Commonwealth states — as the main body of this report demonstrates — have achieved
the quantitative aspects of the UPE and gender parity goals. Indeed nearly 20 years ago in 1990 25% of
Commonwealth countries had net enrolment rates at the primary level of 95% or higher and 15 countries
had a gender parity below 1.0. And, of course, some Commonwealth countries achieved UPE a good
many years before 1990.

On the other hand, the EFA goals which take a broader view of basic education, beyond primary education
alone, remain of direct relevance to all Commonwealth countries with their emphasis on the learning
needs of all ages with special reference to those who are most disadvantaged. Caring for the educational
needs of young children is a major policy issue in the United Kingdom just as it is the island states of the
Pacific. Enabling young people and out of work adults to learn new skills has taken on even greater urgency
in times of recession and growing unemployment. Recognising the enormous economic and social deficits
that result from the lack of basic literacy is a common Commonwealth challenge even if the scale of the
problem varies hugely.

It follows that interpreting the track record of Commonwealth countries in achieving their national
educational objectives and meeting their international commitments should take close account of this
diversity of circumstance and need.

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TRENDS ACROSS THE COMMONWEALTH

Drawing on the country level data presented in Section B of this report it is possible to identify
Commonwealth countries that have sustained high levels of achievement on individual MDG/EFA
indicators and/or have made significant progress since the beginning of the new Millennium.

Early Childhood Care and Education (ECCE)
EFA Goal 1 Expanding and improving comprehensive early childhood care and education, especially for
the most vulnerable and disadvantaged children.

It is widely acknowledged that ECCE programmes help to offset social and economic disadvantage and to
establish the foundations for life. Health, nutrition, hygiene and early learning opportunities all play their
part. Pre-primary education is just one of a range of ECCE interventions.

Table 2 using gross enrolment rates in pre-primary education shows that of 44 countries for which data
are available, 17 Commonwealth countries (all in the Caribbean and the Pacific) have achieved over 75%
coverage at the pre-primary level, although this figure is counterbalanced by an almost equal number

with a GER below 50% (18 countries — predominantly in-Sub-Saharan Africa). Although very great care
should be taken with the trend data, it appears that over 20 countries have experienced an upward trend
in enrolment ratios since 1999, including countries starting with a low enrolment rate. On the other hand
there is some evidence of countries witnessing declining levels although in some instances this may reflect
changes in the classification of pre-primary education (e.g. in the United Kingdom).

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Universal Primary Education/Completion

EFA Goal 2 Ensuring that by 2015 all children, particularly girls, children in difficult circumstances and
those belonging to ethnic minorities, have access to, and complete, free and compulsory primary education
of good quality.

MDG Goal 2 Achieve UPE - Target 3 Ensure that, by 2015, children everywhere, boys and girls alike, will
be able to complete a full course of primary schooling.

These goals and targets (EFA and MDG) have received the most constant attention internationally over
the last decade. Their measurement is not easy. High and sustained net enrolment is commonly used as
a major indicator but it can hide significant variations within and across individual countries while there is
no clear resolution on how to measure completion in the absence of authoritative data which captures
both completion of the primary cycle and mastery of the primary curriculum. So the use of Adjusted Net
Enrolment Rates (NER) set along side the Gross Intake Rate (GIR) to the last grade in primary school
should be treated with some caution.

Over one third of the 40 Commonwealth countries for which data are available have recent primary net
enrolment rates of over 95% and over 90% GIR rates. For these countries — albeit facing issues of how

to improve the quality of education — UPE/UPC has been achieved. At the other end of the scale there

are still Commonwealth countries (including states that are not represented in Table 3 because of the

lack of data: e.g. Nigeria) where both NER and GIR show that 25% of school age children are neither in
primary nor secondary education and that less than 75% of the children who should be entering the final
grade of primary school do so. In these countries the UPE/UPC goals remain highly relevant. There are also
instances of countries with high or improving NERs that have lower percentage figures for children entering
the last grade of primary (e.g. India and Jamaica).

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Literacy

EFA Goal 4 Achieving a 50 per cent improvement in levels of adult literacy by 2015, especially for
women, and equitable access to basic and continuing education for all adults.

Worldwide it is estimated that 780 million adults lack basic literacy skills although many observers believe
this figure to be a significant underestimate given major and largely unresolved issues about how to
measure literacy. And while this total figure has come down somewhat in the past decade, in large
measure due to significant increases in levels of literacy in China, this EFA challenge remains daunting. And
it is a challenge from which high income countries cannot be excluded.

Table 4 sets the percentage of adults projected to be without basic literacy skills in 2015 against the estim-
ated rate which is required to meet the EFA goal of a 50% improvement in levels of literacy (using a

year 2000 baseline or the closest year to 2000 for which data are available). The table is split into two.
Countries in the bottom half have a poor chance on current rates of progress of getting close to the EFA
goal. But countries in the top half of the table have a much better chance of achieving or getting close to
the 2015 indicator. Only 29 Commonwealth countries have data to enable these calculations to be made.
This low coverage is explained partly by the lack of international comparable literacy data for high income

countries.

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Gender Parity

EFA Goal 5 Eliminating gender disparities in primary and secondary education by 2005, and achieving
gender equality in education by 2015, with a focus on ensuring girls’ full and equal access to and
achievement in basic education of good quality.

MDG Goal 3 Promote gender equality and empower women - Target 1 Eliminate gender disparity in
primary and secondary education, preferably by 2005, and in all levels of education no later than 2015.

Achieving gender parity in enrolments in primary and secondary schooling is one contribution to the much
broader and more complex goal of gender equality.

Table 5 shows some distinctive groupings. Eight countries have achieved gender parity at both primary
and secondary levels. There is a significant block of countries (17) where gender parity at primary is
followed by boys being at a disadvantage at the secondary level. There are seven countries where there is
disparity to the disadvantage of girls at both levels. Again, caution is needed. These rates can change quite
significantly over time either because of unreliable data or where there are imbalances in the population of

boys and girls, for example, in India.

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REGIONAL TRENDS

The country data in Section B are grouped by region. This section of the report brings together these
data to show trends at a regional level for Asia, Sub-Saharan Africa, the Caribbean, and the Pacific* Four
indicators are analysed: Gross Enrolment Ratios in Pre-Primary Education; Adjusted Net Enrolment Rates
in Primary Education: Adult Literacy levels, and Gender Parity in Enrolment for Primary and Secondary
Education. A brief explanatory note accompanies each set of regional graphs and diagrams.

Commonwealth Asia®
The eight countries of Commonwealth Asia are diverse in their economic and social circumstances. There
are wide disparities in performance across the region.

Figure 1 on ECCE (with data for six countries), suggests that there has been significant progress
in India, Maldives and Malaysia since 1999, but in Bangladesh, the gross enrolment for pre-primary
education appears to have fallen to 10%.

Figure 2 on UPE/UPC (for seven countries) shows that universal access to primary education
measured by adjusted net enrolment rates has been achieved in four countries (Malaysia Maldives,
Sri Lanka and Brunei Darussalam),® while both India and Bangladesh have a relatively good chance
of achieving the EFA goal based on recent enrolment trends. But in Pakistan, only just over 52% of
school-aged children are enrolled in primary or secondary schools.

Figure 3 on literacy (for all eight Asian countries) suggests that Commonwealth Asia can be
divided into two groups of countries. Five countries have high levels of literacy while the three large
South Asian countries (Bangladesh, India and Pakistan) have significant literacy deficits in both
percentage terms and in absolute numbers. The likelihood of these countries being able to improve
their low levels of literacy in line with the Dakar objective is limited based on current trends.

Figures 4 and 5 on gender parity in access to primary and secondary education (for seven
countries) shows that only Bangladesh is close to achieving parity at both levels. Brunei Darussalam,
Malaysia, Maldives and Sri Lanka have achieved parity in primary education. India and Pakistan,
despite the positive movement towards parity in primary education, both still register disparity to the
disadvantage of girls at the secondary level.

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Commonwealth Sub-Saharan Africa

Eighteen Commonwealth countries lie within or close to the shores of Sub-Saharan Africa. With notable
exceptions, it is the countries within this Commonwealth regional group which face the biggest challenges
in progressing strongly towards the realisation of the EFA/MDG goals.

Figure 6 on ECCE (with data for 15 out of the 18 countries) shows that the majority of countries
for which data are available register a GER in pre-primary education of below 30%. Only Seychelles
and Mauritius record figures close to 100%. But every country shown in Figure 6 — except Lesotho
and Uganda — have recorded increases in enrolment since 2000.

Figure 7 on UPE/UPC (for 15 countries) shows that universal access to primary education
measured by adjusted net enrolment rates has currently been achieved in Seychelles and U.R. of
Tanzania, while Botswana, Namibia, Mauritius and Zambia have increased their enrolments in recent
years enhancing their chances of attaining the EFA/MDG goal. There are, however, six countries that
have little chance of achieving UPE, in large measure because of their low levels of enrolment in the
baseline year of 2000 (The Gambia, Ghana, Kenya, Lesotho, Nigeria and Swaziland).

Figure 8 on literacy (for 13 countries) shows six states with projected levels of people lacking
basic literacy skills of below 20% in 2015, five of these (Mauritius, Namibia, South Africa, Swaziland
and Uganda) with a relatively good chance of achieving EFA Goal 4. On current projections the
remaining countries, with levels of illiteracy projected to lie between 219% and 53% in 2015 are
likely to fall well below the Dakar EFA goal.

Figures 9 and 10 (for all 18 countries) show that 10 Commonwealth Sub-Saharan countries have
achieved gender parity in primary education. Apart from The Gambia and Malawi, the remaining
countries register gender disparity to the disadvantage of girls. In contrast, there are no countries

in Sub-Saharan Africa that have achieved gender parity in access to secondary education. In four
countries (Kenya, Nigeria, Cameroon and Sierra Leone) this disadvantage has worsened since the
turn of the century.

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Commonwealth Caribbean
There are twelve full member countries of the Commonwealth in the Caribbean. Overall there has been
progress across the board against major EFA indicators with notable advances on ECCE.

Figure 11 on ECCE (with data for 11 countries) shows that the GER for the region as a whole is
above 100%, Belize being the only country with a ratio below 60%.

Figure 12 on UPE/UPC (for nine countries) shows that based on adjusted net enrolment rates
the majority of Commonwealth Caribbean countries for which data are available have achieved UPE
or have high chances to do so by 2015. But three countries (Dominica, Grenada and Trinidad and
Tobago) have recorded declining rates of enrolment from figures above or close to 90% in 1999.

There is no figure for literacy given the paucity of data.

Figures 13 and 14 (for all 12 countries) demonstrate that most Commonwealth Caribbean
countries have achieved gender parity in access to primary education, which is to be expected in a
region where UPE — at least quantitatively — has been achieved. In contrast, gender parity in access
to secondary education remains a challenge in a number of countries where gender disparity is to
the disadvantage of boys.

are 10 full member countries in the Commonwealth Pacific. Two OECD countries (Australia

and New Zealand) sit along side seven small states with populations less than one million and with Papua
New Guinea.

Figure 15 on ECCE (for eight countries) shows Australia and New Zealand with Tuvalu, Nauru and
Kiribati with gross enrolment rates above 75%. For the three remaining countries with data (Samoa,
Tonga and Vanuatu), 50% or fewer children are enrolled in pre-primary education.

Figure 16 on UPE/UPC (for just five countries) shows that universal access to primary education
measured by adjusted net enrolment rates has been achieved in Australia, New Zealand and Tonga
but figures for Samoa and Vanuatu appear to show falling enrolments.

There is no figure for literacy given the paucity of data.

Figures 17 and 18 (for all 10 countries) show that seven countries have achieved gender parity
in access to primary education but none have yet achieved parity at the secondary level where
significant gender disparities to the disadvantage of boys is apparent in three countries and to the
clear disadvantage of girls in the Solomon Islands.

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SECTION B
A COUNTRY BY COUNTRY REPORT

INTRODUCTION

In this, the main part of the report to 17CCEM, 52 country report cards are presented, one for each of
the full members of the Commonwealth except Fiji Islands.” The primary purpose of these cards is to
provide a snapshot of the progress that each country is — or is not — making towards achieving EFA/MDG
education objectives and targets.

Each card draws on data provided by the UNESCO Institute for Statistics (UIS) in December 2008. Where
other sources have been used these are cited on individual country cards.

It is recognised that by mid 2009 when 17CCEM took place many Commonwealth countries had national
data sets that are later than those presented in this report. This is unavoidable given the time that is
necessary for national data to be gathered and processed and then sent to UNESCO where, as necessary,
a further process of dialogue with individual countries takes place to ensure the accuracy of the data before
it is released internationally. Nevertheless the length of the time lag is coming down as countries recognise
the value of up to date data for effective monitoring and evidence based policy.

Each card provides national data on five aspects of basic education:
® Pre-primary education (reflecting EFA Goal 1)
® Primary education — access and participation (reflecting EFA Goal 2 and MDG Goal 2 — Target 3)
® Adult literacy (reflecting EFA Goal 5)
® Gender parity and equality (reflecting EFA Goal 5 and MDG Goal 3 — Target 1)
® The quality of education as this relates to formal schooling (EFA Goal 6)

It has not proved possible to compile a data base of sufficient authority to help to analyse progress towards
the EFA goal (3) on the learning needs of young people and adults.

To the extent that the data allows, statistics are provided for 1999 and 2007. This eight-year time span
should enable some meaningful trends to be identified, towards or away from the EFA/MDG goals. It is still
the case however that for some countries internationally quality assured data is not available for these two
years. In these instances the latest year for which data are available is cited. In some cases no data

are available.

In addition, many Commonwealth countries have small populations (29 under 1.5 million people) where
quite small variations in either total or school age populations can result in significant percentage changes
in key education indicators.

Two additional and important health warnings should be noted. First, national averages smooth over the
often significant internal variations and disparities in access, participation and quality in basic education in
many Commonwealth countries. Disparities in household incomes, the vagaries of geography, inequities
in the allocation of resources for education and a range of socio-cultural barriers and differences all help to
determine educational opportunities and outcomes for individual schools and their communities. National
data is important but it is only part of the story.

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Second, some of the headline indicators used for national and international monitoring have particular
weaknesses. Adult literacy figures are suspect in many countries as a result of self-reporting techniques
which invariably leads to the under-reporting of levels of literacy. In reporting on the achievement of
universal primary completion, the use of net enrolment rates hide a range of interesting and significant
data on age grade enrolment, time spent in completing schooling, and the spread of primary aged children
across primary and secondary schools. Valuable work on these issues and other access and equity issues is
being undertaken by the CREATE research project?

It should also be noted that:

On early childhood care and education (ECCE) the provision of formal pre-primary education is
just one component of measures that many countries are taking both formally and through a variety
of non-formal activities to promote the well-being of young children.

On primary education — where the MDG goal emphasises primary school completion — this
report uses the Gross Intake Ratio (GIR) into the last grade of primary school as a proxy — if not
totally adequate — indicator of completion. It should be noted in addition that the Adjusted Net
Enrolment ratio is used to show primary school aged children who are in school whether they are
attending the primary or the secondary level of education.

On adult literacy, the EFA target is calculated for each country drawing on available data. This does
not mean that individual countries have necessarily set such a target in their national education
sector strategies.

On gender, the data is focused on the achievement of parity — and not on equality.

On the quality of schooling the data base is weak. The literacy of young people is one but in itself
unsatisfactory measure of quality. The other indicators used on the record cards are proxy supply
side indicators of quality.

A glossary of the indicators used in the report cards is provided in the next section of this report.

For some high income countries there is no direct reporting to UIS, rather it is to the OECD.

This reporting does not necessarily include some of the indicators on basic education sent to UIS by other
Commonwealth countries.

The report cards are presented regionally in five sections, for Commonwealth Asia, Sub-Saharan Africa, the
Caribbean, Europe and North America, and the Pacific. At the end of each set of country cards (with the
exception of Europe and North America), a regional overview of the data is provided.

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TECHNICAL GLOSSARY

Adjusted Net Enrolment Ratio (NER) in Primary Education
Number of pupils in the primary education official age group enrolled in primary and secondary education
expressed as a percentage of the corresponding population.

Gender Parity Index (GPI)
Ratio of female to male values of a given indicator. A GPI of 1 indicates parity between sexes; a GPI above
or below 1 indicates a disparity in favour of one sex over the other.

Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER)

Total enrolment in a specific level of education, regardless of age, expressed as a percentage of the eligible
official school-age population corresponding to the same level of education in a given school-year. The GER
can exceed 100% due to early or late entry and/or grade repetition.

Gross Intake Ratio to the Last Grade of Primary (GIR LG)
Total number of new entrants in the last grade of primary education, regardless of age, expressed as a
percentage of the population at the theoretical entrance age to the last grade of primary.

Literate/llliterate.

The term refers to a person who lacks basic literacy skills (i.e. who can/cannot read and write with
understanding a simple statement related to his/her everyday life). In many cases, the current UIS literacy
statistics rely largely on data sources that use a ‘self-declaration’ method: respondents are asked whether
they and the members of their household are literate, as opposed to being asked a more comprehensive
question or to demonstrate the skill. Some countries assume that persons who complete a certain level
of education are literate. As definitions and methodologies used for data collection differ by country, data
need to be used with caution.

Net Enrolment Ratio (NER)
Enrolment of the official age-group for a given level of education expressed as a percentage of the
corresponding population.

Out of School Children
Children in the official primary school age range who are not enrolled in either primary or secondary
schools.

Percentage of Adults (15-64 years) without Basic Literacy Skills

The percentage of population aged 15 years and over who can (cannot) both read and write with
understanding a short simple statement on their everyday life. Generally, ‘literacy’ also encompasses
‘numeracy’, the ability to make simple arithmetic calculations. For 2005-2007, all countries that have
national data are presented with their reference year. For countries without national data referring to the
period 2005-2007, UIS uses its Global Age-specific Literacy Projections Model (GALP) which is based on
national data less than 10 years old from 2007, to calculate estimations.

EFA Target Rate for Percentage of Adults (15-64 years) without Basic Literacy Skills
It is equal to 50% of the percentage of adults (15-64 years) without basic literacy skills registered in 2000.
In those countries where this percentage is not available for the base year 2000, the percentage has been
estimated by the authors based on the annual average variation registered in previous years.
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Percentage of Private Enrolment

Enrolment in private educational institutions at a given level of education expressed as a percentage of total
enrolment at the same level. By ‘Private’ is meant here all educational institutions not operated by a public
authority, whether or not they receive financial support from such authorities.

Percentage of Trained Teachers

Number of teachers who have received the minimum organised teacher training (pre-service or in-service)
required for teaching at the specified level of education in the given country, expressed as a percentage of
the total number of teachers at the same level of education.

Public Current Expenditure on Primary Education as Percentage of Gross National Product
Total public expenditure on education (current and capital) expressed as a percentage of the Gross
National Product (GNP) in a given financial year.

Pupil - Teacher Ratio

Average number of pupils (students) per teacher at a specific level of education in a given school-year.
Teachers are defined as persons whose professional activity involves the transmitting of knowledge,
attitudes and skills that are stipulated in a formal curriculum programme to students enrolled in a formal
educational institution.

School Age Group
Age group officially corresponding to a given level of education.

School Life Expectancy

School life expectancy is defined as the total number of years of schooling which a child of a certain age
can expect to receive in the future, assuming that the probability of his or her being enrolled in school at
any particular age is equal to the current enrolment ratio for that age.

School Life Expectancy in Pre-Primary Education

See above and consider that based on the enrolment by age, it is expected that a child spends a number
of years equal to duration in maximum in the pre-primary education level. When data by age are not
available, SLE is calculated on the basis of GER .The indicator can be higher than the duration when there
are a significant number of enrolments out of the theoretical age range.

Underweight

Moderate and severe - below minus two standard deviations from median weight for age of reference
population; severe - below minus three standard deviations from median weight for age of reference
population.
